GTOAA  new convention format 

 

 

The GTO Association of America' s 2009 Co-Vention in Dayton, Ohio, held jointly with POCI, proved 
that “ the more the merrier”  certainly applies when it comes to seeing, showing, and enjoying Pontiacs. 
With an all-Pontiac event, participants get to see more cars; Pontiac owners get to meet more Pontiac en-
thusiasts; vendors are exposed to more potential customers; and the host chapter has a greater opportunity 
to earn a profit, as they are responsible for convention finances. 

 This is why, beginning in 2012, the GTOAA Nationals will welcome  all  Pontiacs to participate. Our goal 
is to make our annual Meet accessible to all Pontiac owners. Starting next year, the Popular Vote only por-
tion of the GTOAA Nationals will be open to Pontiacs of all models and years — Bonnevilles, Firebirds, 
Grand Prixes, Trans Ams, Catalinas, Fieros, etc. — regardless of an owner' s club affiliation. We won' t 
change the requirements for Popular Vote GTOs and 1964-1974 Tempests or LeMans, however. To enter 
the Popular Vote classes with these Pontiacs, an owner must be a GTOAA member. But all other Pontiacs 
may be entered by non-GTOAA members, who will not be required to join GTOAA.  

As for the GTOAA Nationals Concours judging classes, since the focus of the Nationals has traditionally 
been the GTO, Concours judging will be open to GTOs only. So, Concours judging will not change.  

Under the new arrangements, all GTOAA Nationals registration and entry fees will apply to non-GTOAA 
members, providing them access to all activities, seminars, tours, swap meets, the awards banquet, etc. A 
small additional fee may be imposed by the host chapter to process Pontiac owners who are not GTOAA 
members. Hotel rates will be the same for GTOAA members and non-members.  

Why did the GTOAA decide to broaden the appeal of the Nationals? There are several good reasons. First 
and foremost, now that Pontiac is gone from the General Motors lineup, we want to do our part to preserve 
and promote all these wonderful cars. That' s why we' ve made a bigger, more diverse Nationals our main 
objective. Please be assured that it' s not the GTOAA's intention to recruit new members who do not own 
GTOs. But we recognize that there are many Pontiac owners who would like to attend a meet that requires 
less travel depending on their location relative to other Pontiac events. With ever-increasing transportation 
costs, Pontiac owners may find it more convenient to attend a meet closer to their home.  

As well, there' s precedent for broadening the Nationals'  scope. Our Nationals drag racing program, The 
Jim Wangers Invitational, has always been open to all Pontiacs. Our Regional meets, hosted by individual 
GTOAA chapters, have always been open to all Pontiacs. Now, our Nationals Popular Vote classes will 
follow suit.  

The GTOAA Nationals moves to different locations around the United States from year to year. In 2012, 
the meet takes place in Colorado. It will be hosted by the Northern Colorado GTO Association in conjunc-
tion with the Classic GTO Association of Denver. We hope to do another highly successful Co-Vention in 
the future with other national Pontiac clubs. In the meantime, we will offer the “GTOAA All-Pontiac Na-
tionals”  for the enjoyment of Pontiac Motor Division enthusiasts everywhere!
